The Citizen Volunteer Program is a crime prevention
program exercising proactive law enforcement
principles. The program is expressly compromised of
volunteers having an interest in helping their local
law enforcement agency. All members have
attended a Citizen Volunteer Training Academy and
attend monthly meetings.

Volunteer work is a challenging and rewarding
experience and provides the volunteers with the
opportunity to meet many other dedicated people
who unselfishly serve the citizens of Taft. The
Citizen Volunteer Program is comprised of adult
citizens who are familiar with the local areas. Our
volunteers are utilized to enhance vital crime
prevention services and community awareness.
Citizen Volunteers may perform vacation house
checks, conduct business and residential security
surveys, provide traffic control for special events,
assist in programs initiated by the Taft Police
Department such as Neighborhood Watch activities,
Crime Prevention and Child Identification Programs.
Volunteers also conduct other duties as assigned by
the Chief of Police.

Citizen Volunteer members do not take any
enforcement action, carry any weapons, or make
custodial arrests. Any suspicious activity observed is
immediately reported to the Police Department
